Lab Report Descriptor
Introduction/Background section:  this section should include a bit of research into the ideas and concepts that you are studying for this lab experiment.  This section deals with the topics of the objectives for the lab.

Purpose/Objectives: This section states why you are doing the experiment/investigation (do not write “because my teacher told me to do the lab”)  The purpose has been discussed and can be found on your lab protocol.

Hypothesis: State what you believe is going to happen when you perform the lab.  You should try to write this statement as an “If this is done……Then this will result”

Materials: This section can be in a bullet point format, just list the materials you used.

Procedures: What did you do?  Explain this section so that anyone could walk in and do the lab with your procedures and get the same results.
Data: Put your data in a data table.  Make it organized and clear.
Conclusions/Discussion: This is the section where you talk about your results and explain what you believe the results mean; Where results of the experiment accurate?  Did the results support your hypothesis?  How could you improve the investigation to ensure better results?

The entire lab report should be written in 3rd person.  Do not use “I”, “we”, or  “they”.
You will also be graded on whether you accurately identified the substances as ionic or covalent bonds so make sure you present your data clearly.
