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Should the US Government Impose Tax Incentives to Reduce Population Growth?
Persuasive Essay Descriptor: Your paper should be formatted with 12-point New Times Roman font, 1.5 line spacing.  You are expected to explore the pros and cons of the issues surrounding government involvement in population control.  You will explore both sides of this issue in your paper; you will then choose a position arguing for, or against, government imposed tax incentives.  Follow the rubric and be prepared to have students peer review your first draft on Tuesday, March 11, 2014..  It is very important that you attend this session, as it will count toward your overall participation guide. 
Double spacing, bold font or alternative font are not acceptable and will not be accepted.

Points to be included in the paper

1. At least three facts, pieces of information, or commentary (supported by facts) for the pro side (the side that supports the government making a person pay higher taxes if they choose to have more than the number of children allowed under the tax law) of this issue.

2. At least three facts, pieces of information, or commentary (supported by facts) for the against side (the side that is against the government raising taxes for people who choose to have more children) of this issue.

3. Choose your position (for or against), state the position in your thesis, and maintain the position throughout the paper.  You must not only discuss your position and the facts supporting your position, but you must also discuss why the opposing side is flawed.

4. You are required to have a minimum of 6 sources (one for each pro fact and one for each con).  You must use APA style format for citing sources.
5. Make sure to make sure you are consistent in your arguments and that you have well developed thesis, transitions, and closing paragraph.
